Rock Climbing Instructor Course

This qualification is all about supervising safe climbing and abseiling sessions on single pitch crags and artificial structures. Whether you're a parent, a volunteer or an outdoor centre instructor, the Rock Climbing Instructor qualification trains and assesses experienced rock climbers to instruct climbing. This is a nationally recognised qualification.
Before you book onto a Rock Climbing Instructor training course, make sure you have done the following: 

· You must be registered on the scheme. (see www.mountain-training.org for registration details)

You must have an up to date logbook (preferably DLOG) with evidence of the following: 

· 15 led routes which must be graded rock climbs with traditional protection. 

· 15 led routes at a climbing wall. 

· 5 led routes which must be outdoor bolt protected sport climbs

To gain the qualification you must:
Attend a 3 day Training Course

Consolidate your knowledge

Attend a 2 day Assessment Course
The Course

Pendarren House has access to variety of climbing venues (including traditional and bolted) and indoor walls.

Transport and climbing wall fees incurred during the course are included.

Accommodation may be available the night before the course. Residential courses are usually based in our self catering bungalow and are fully catered unless indicated otherwise.

Abergavenny train and bus stations are 6 miles from the Centre and pick up/drop offs can be arranged.
